 who will be called henceforth “HC Recipient,” on one side, and ____________________________________________________ (name and title) on behalf of the Mayor’s Office who acts according to the decision dated _______________, and will be called henceforth “Administration,” on the other side, (HC Recipient and Administration will be called henceforth “Parties”), signed this Agreement on the following: 

1.
The subject of this Agreement is to provide Housing Certificates to residents who have lost their housing during the 1988 earthquake or whose housing is subject to be demolished. Housing Certificates are funded by the United States Agency for International Development;

2.
The Administration gives the HC Recipient a Housing Certificate, Certificate serial number _________, Certificate number _________, which is a nominal document and is intended only for purchasing ready, available, privatized housing on the territory of the Republic of Armenia that meets the requirements of the Project, and the HC Recipient is responsible for using the HC for its targeted use and for fulfilling the requirements of this Agreement and the Project. 

3.
The HC Recipient is responsible for: 

3.1.1
Using the HC only for purchasing ready, available, privatized housing;

3.1.2
Using the apartment purchased by the HPC for actual residence of him/herself and family members; 

3.1.3
Registering joint ownership of the apartment purchased by the HC for all family members; 

3.1.4
The HC Recipient is required to do the following:

3.1.4.1. In case of purchasing an apartment under the HC Program, to hand over all property rights to the temporary dwelling (domic, dormitory room, other residential area) occupied by him/her or his/her family to the Mayor’s Office, as well as to hand over all property rights to the apartment owned by him/her before the earthquake, except for the cases provided in Point 3.1.4.3. of this Agreement.

3.1.4.2. After registering the apartment purchased by an HC in the territorial office of the Real Property Cadastre within 30 days and at his discretion to do one of the following:
a) to actually move out of the temporary dwelling occupied by him/her and his/her family at the address of ____________________________________________ and to give it to the Administration according to the Act of Handover of Temporary Dwellings.
b) to separate any detachable improvements made by his resources and funds, as well as all construction materials used for the improvement of the temporary dwelling, however to hand over at least 4 walls and the ceiling of the temporary dwelling to the Administration.

3.1.4.3. If the residents of a temporary dwelling constructed before the 1988 earthquake have actually owned the temporary dwelling as non-residential real estate that has been specified by the Master Plan of the city or if the actual owner has a legal document that can be grounds for legal registration of ownership or other rights to this real estate then this property will remain in ownership of the HC Recipient, provided that after purchasing an apartment by an HC, neither the owner nor his/her family members will use this structure for residence. 

3.1.4.4. Activities related to destruction of a temporary dwelling, removal of rubble and improvements to the vacated site will be carried out by the Administration.  The Administration will implement these activities within 15 days of receiving the Handover Act or within 45 days of the registration of the certificate holder’s title to permanent housing.
3.1.4.5. An apartment purchased by an HC, within two (2) years after the registration of ownership rights cannot be: sold, donated, rented out, mortgaged, or alienated in any other manner.  

3.2. The corresponding committee of the Community in very special cases can make a decision to permit the joint owners of an apartment purchased by an HC to do the following:  
a) to exchange the apartment purchased by an HC with an equivalent apartment;
b) to donate, sell, transfer by inheritance his or her share in joint property to other joint owners;

4. In case of violation of terms of Point 3 of this Agreement, the HC Recipient will be obligated to return the complete amount of the subsidy to the donor or to give up the ownership rights to the apartment purchased by an HC and transfer the rights to the Administration.

5. In case if the HC Recipient does not voluntarily fulfill the terms of Points 3 and 4 of this Agreement, he or she will be compelled to do so in the manner defined by law.

6. To provide fulfillment of obligations defined by this Agreement for the HC Recipient the Parties agreed on the following:

6.1. According to Article 38 of the Law On State Registration of Property Rights of ROA dated April 14, 1999, a two-year (2-year) restriction of ownership rights will be applied to the apartment purchased by the HC Recipient, applying the requirements of the Point 3 of this Agreement. The restriction will be considered to be registered from the moment of registration of this Agreement in the corresponding territorial office of the Real Property Cadastre. 

6.2. By this the Parties certify that they have complete understanding of the requirements of Points 3 and 6.1. of this Agreement and will be responsible for fulfillment of these requirements. 

6.3. This Agreement will be submitted to the territorial office of Real Property Cadastre by the Administration. The latter will be responsible for making payments for registration of restrictions in the manner defined by law. 

6.4. The Parties agree that after redemption of the HC the family will be removed from the waiting lists.

6.4.1. The HC holder and the members of his household certify that the submitted documents and information about the number of rooms lost in the 1988 Earthquake, are accurate and valid.  If because of the submittal of illegal or false documents and misinformation any third person claims the rights to the obtained apartment, the certificate holders and household members will bear all responsibilities.

7. The restriction can be eliminated by written consent of the Parties in cases provided in Point 3.2. of this Agreement. In this case the Parties will sign and notarize an Agreement and submit it to the territorial office of Real Property Cadastre. 

8. This Agreement should be ratified by a notary.

9. This Agreement is prepared in Armenian, in four (4) copies which have equal legal power. This Agreement comes into force after its notary ratification.
