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USAID/Bangladesh

Guidance for Submitting Unsolicited Proposals
USAID encourages the submission of unsolicited proposals that contribute new ideas consistent with and contributing to the accomplishment of the Agency's objectives. However, only in highly exceptional cases are such solicitations likely to be approved for funding.  Resources available to USAID for programs must be concentrated and focused on clear objectives that fit within USAID/Bangladesh program priorities.  Thus, only exceptional solicitations can be considered for funding on a noncompetitive basis.  To be funded, a solicitation must meet the following criteria: (1) it must be fully supportive of the program priorities of USAID and the USAID/ Bangladesh Mission; (2) it must present a unique approach to addressing Mission program priorities; (3) it must demonstrate that the applicant possesses a unique capacity to carry out the proposed activities; and (4) there must be demonstrated support for the proposed activities by the host-country government or private institutions.  By definition, a solicitation will not be considered unless the submission has the POTENTIAL of meeting these four criteria.

If an applicant wants to submit an unsolicited proposal USAID strongly encourages the applicant to submit a document (generally not to exceed five pages) that contains the following information:

I. Cover Page

a. Name and address of the organization

b. Type of organization

c. Contact point

d. Names of other organizations to whom the proposal has been submitted

II. Technical Information

a. Concise objective of the proposed activity

b. Discussion of the objectives, the method of approach, the amount of effort employed, the anticipated results, and how the work will accomplish USAID/Bangladesh’s program objectives.

c. Type of support requested from USAID (e.g. funds, equipment, and materials).

III. Supporting information

a. Brief description of applicant’s previous work and experience, both functionally and geographically.

b. Cost breakdown, including cost sharing or matching.
