SUBJECT: Revi sion of Medical O earance Process — Personal
Services Contracts (“PSCs”) with U S. Citizens

CONTRACT | NFORMATI ON BULLETIN No. 01 -

This CIB revises the nedical clearance process for personal
services contracts with U S. citizens (USPSCs) to work
outside the United States. Such contracts are comonly
referred to as "offshore USPSCs" or "internationally
recruited USPSCs". Appendi x D requires mnedical clearances
for all offshore (internationally recruited) USPSCs, and

t heir dependents, who will be at post for nore than 60
days. The procedural guidance in this CIB, also applies to
US citizens overseas with contracts funded under the
Techni cal Advisers in AIDS and Child Survival (TAACS)

aut hority.

STATE Cabl e 14411, dated January 25, 2001, (Attachnment 1),
provi des details of the change in the nedical clearance
process for USAID s O fshore USPSCs. The announced
effective date of the change was January 1, 2001, and
applies both to new contracts as well as existing

USPSCs. (See the foll ow ng procedures for nore detail).
Essentially, a "new contract” is defined as one signed on
or after January 1, 2001. The cable al so provides
[imtations and requirenents concerning this policy and the
authority of USAID s contracting officers. In agreenent
with Departnment of State, the effective date of

i mpl enentation of this policy at USAID is March 31, 2001.

The follow ng procedural guidance is provided to
Contracting O ficers, Negotiators, and Executive Oficers.
Again, this new policy and rel ated procedures apply only to
t hose USPSCs noted above. The appropri ate Departnment of
State nedical office (MMED) is commtted to processing al
USPSC nedi cal cl earances within 30 days of receipt, except
when additional nedical testing is required. This



addi ti onal requirenent should be considered in procurenent
pl anni ng and the acquisition processes.

PCOLI CY AND PROCEDURES FOR OBTAI NI NG MEDI CAL CLEARANCES
FOR USPSCS

1. No personal services contract of any kind nay be signed
until all clearances have been received. For the type of
USPSCs affected by these nedical clearance changes,
finalizing of contracts are contingent upon receipt of the
M MED nedi cal cl earance. The policies and procedures apply
to new and exi sting USPSCs and their eligible dependents.
Exi sting USPSCs nust obtain a nedical clearance from M MED
at the end of their existing contract, if they are noving
to anot her offshore USAID PSC, or within three years,

whi chever occurs first.

A prospective USPSC shall be advised by the Contracting
Oficer that travel to the country of recruitnment can only
take place after the candi date has received a nedi cal

cl earance from M MED, unless the position is covered by an
approved wai ver (See Section 2, below). This

pol i cy/ procedure change al so applies to the prospective
USPSC s eligi bl e dependents. The cost of obtaining the

exam nation for the prospective USPSC and eligible
dependents continues to be reinbursed at the rate specified
i n Appendi x D of the Al DAR

Once an individual has been selected for a USPSC position,
the Contracting O ficer should i mediately send the
prospective USPSC a nedi cal clearance packet, along with
the other pre-contract materials. The nedi cal clearance
packet shall include the follow ng:

M MED shal | provide nedical clearances to prospective
contractors by conpleting the DS 823 form (Attachnent 5).
However, prior to providing clearance, MMED may require
addi tional tests beyond those tests included on the forns
above. These additional tests shall be detailed on the DS
Form 616 (Attachnent 6). Such additional tests shall be
rei nbursed to the prospective USPSC at 100% of the cost to
the USPSC, m nus any costs paid by the USPSC s i nsurance
conpany or the USPSC s spouse's insurance conmpany. The
Contracting Oficer and the requiring office shall be
notified by the prospective USPSC prior to having any of
these additional tests perforned to ensure sufficient funds
are included in the budget.

2. M MED has agreed to waive clearances for BHR OFDA PSCs
who are travelling to overseas posts to work on
energency/ di saster relief mssions.

3. Except for contracts covered under #2 above, USPSC
candi dates hired after March 31, 2001, and their
dependents, nust be nedically cleared through M MED before
any travel to post. Attachnents 5 and 6 are provided for
| nf or mati onal Purposes Only and are not to be reproduced
locally. They are for use by M MED only.

4. W& also wish to use this CIB as a rem nder of the

addi tional information required when submtting a USPSC
advertising request to the OP Internet Coordinator. Please
refer to the "Qs and A s" e-nmail sent on February 1, 2001
and ensure that the additional information is included.

1. The Ofice of Medical Services (MDGHR/ MED) in
consul tation with USAI D announces a change in policy in
provi di ng access to post health units for USAID
internationally-recruited USPSCs.

2. Effective imediately, any new hire USAI D
internationally-recruited USPSC and their eligible famly
menbers will be allowed access to the health unit only with
a valid clearance issued by M DGHR/ MED/ Cl earances. These
individuals will receive the full range of nedical services
as provided to USDHs, including post support for nedevac
(al though service will be provided by the nedevac insurer)
and post support for hospitalizations per the terns of the
personal services contract.

3. Anewhire USPSC is defined as any contractor whose
contract is signed after January 1, 2001. In addition,
cl earances shall be location specific, for the duration of
the present contract or three years whichever is shorter.

Shoul d during a nedical intervention it be discovered that
the contractor or eligible famly nenber has a nedica



condition that nmay not be treatable by |ocal nedical
services, the information will be forwarded to
MED/ CLEARANCES for a further clearance determ nati on.

4. Inregard to present USAID USPSCs (internationally
recruited) and eligible famly nmenbers these patients wl|
continue to be granted health unit access until the
expiration of their present contract or three years,

whi chever is sooner. Their ability to access the health
unit is specific to the location of their assignnent.
Shoul d during a nedical intervention it be determ ned that
the contractor or eligible fam |y nenber has a nedi ca
condition that may not be treatable by |Iocal nedical
services, the information will be forwarded to

MED/ CLEARANCES for a cl earance/ access determ nation.

5. It is USAID s intent to have their internationally-
recruited USPSCs receive a MED cl earance as a part of the
hiring process. USAID will separately provide information
to its contracting officers with procedures to followto
obt ai n the NMED/ CLEARANCE.

6. This tel egram has been approved by USAI D and supercedes
any authority by USAID contracting officers to provide
health unit access to their USPSCs within contract |anguage
except through the MED cl earance process.

3. PHYSI CAL FI TNESS AND HEALTH ROOM PRI VI LEGES (Apr 1997)

(a) Physi cal Fitness.

(1) For all assignnments outside of the United States
the contractor and any authorized dependents shall be required to be
exam ned by a licensed doctor of nedicine and neet the requirenments of
this cl ause.

(2) For assignments of 60 days or nore in the Cooperating
Country, the Contracting O ficer shall provide the contractor and al
aut hori zed dependents copies of the ~~USAID Contractor Enployee
Physi cal Examination Form' (AID 1420-62) and a letter to present to
t he exam ni ng physician. The contractor and all authorized dependents
shal | obtain a physical exam nation froma |icensed physician, who wll
conplete the formfor each individual. The exam ning physician shal
forward the original fornms to the Departnent of State, O fice of
Medi cal Services (MMED) as prescribed in the letter. The contractor
and any dependents shall not travel until authorized by the Contracting
O ficer after receipt of clearance by the Ofice of Medical Services.

(3) For assignnents of fewer than 60 days, the contractor shal
obtain fromthe doctor a statenent of nedical opinion that, in the
doctor’s opinion, the contractor is physically able to engage in the
type of activity for which he/she is to be enployed under the contract.
A copy of the statenent(s) shall be provided to the Contracting Oficer
prior to the contractor’s departure for the Cooperating Country, or for
a US resident hire, before he/she starts work under the contract. As
an exanple, the doctor may choose to use the | anguage of the doctor’s

statement of medical opinion at the end of the form AlD 1420-62 which



identifies the contractor by name may be used to neet this requirenent.
However, form AID 1420-62 is not required to be conpleted for contracts
| ess than 60 days.

(b) Rei nbursenent.

(1) As a contribution to the cost of nmedical exam nations
requi red by paragraph (a)(3) of this clause, USAID shall reinburse the
contractor not to exceed $100 for each physical exam nation, plus
rei mbursenent of charges for immnizations.

(2) As a contribution to the cost of nmedical exam nations
requi red by paragraph (a)(2) of this clause the contractor shall be
rei mbursed in an anount not to exceed half of the cost of the
exam nation up to a maxi mum USAI D share of $300 per exam nation plus
rei mbursenent of charges for immnizations for hinmsel f/herself and each
aut hori zed dependent 12 years of age or over. The USAID contribution
for authorized dependents under 12 years of age shall not exceed half
of the cost of the exam nation up to a maxi mum share of $120 per
i ndi vi dual plus reinbursement of charges for inmunizations. The
contractor nust obtain the prior witten approval of the Contracting
O ficer to receive any USAID obligations higher than these limts.

If MMED requires the proposed contractor and/or dependents to
have additional tests done before providing nedical clearance, the
proposed contractor shall notify the Contracting O ficer and the
responsi ble individual in the requiring office. These additional tests
shall be reinbursed to the proposed contractors at 100% of i ncurred
costs, mnus any paynents by the proposed contractor's insurance
conmpany.

(c) Health Room Privil eges Overseas. After the contractor and

dependents receive M MED cl earance, routine health room servi ces shal

be available in their overseas |ocation. Procedures at the Health Room



shall be in accordance with post policy at the post of duty. These
services do not include hospitalization or predeparture exam nations.
The services normal ly include such nedications as nay be avail abl e,

i mruni zati ons and preventive health neasures, diagnostic exam nations
and advice, and hone visits as nmedically indicated. Energency nedica
treatnment is provided to U . S. citizen contractor enployees and
dependents, whether or not they may have been granted access to routine
health room services, on the same basis as it would be to any U. S

citizen in an enmergency nedical situation in the country.
