Introduction:  Intermediate Technology Development Group (ITDG) is a non-profit organization based in Nairobi.  The organization has a long history of implementing conflict programs in Kenya.  Over the years ITDG has implemented peace initiatives in pastorals areas of Northern Kenya in districts like Wajir, Marsabit, Samburu, West Pokot Mandera and many others.  Conflict management and peace building is one of ITDG’s integral component of its programs in Kenya.  The organization has a long and strong presence in the pastoral areas of Kenya.
Purpose:  To: (a) improve inter-community relations and peaceful co-existence in Northern Kenya; (b) advocate for the development of national policy on conflict management and peace building; (c) document cost of conflict and monitor GOK resources allocated to pastoral areas.

Geographic Coverage:  Northern Kenya, Coast province (Tana River District) and National.

Timeframe:  March 2004 to March 2006 
Inputs:  Advocacy and technical assistance in conflict management and peace building.
Planned Activities:  (a) Support initiatives aimed at improving inter-community relations and peaceful co-existence in North Eastern Kenya; (b) Strengthen the capacity of traditional mitigating systems; (c) Assist communities and other stakeholders advocate for development of a national policy on conflict management; (d) Improve access to information in North Eastern province through use of multi-media methods; (e) Initiate activities to promote livestock tracking technology in Kenya; and (f) Carry out research on the economic impact of conflict and share widely the findings of this research.  

Outputs and Expected Results: Mitigate livestock and natural resource related conflict in Mandera, Moyale, Marsabit, and Tana River Districts. Draft policy on conflict management and peace building.  Pilot test the use of radio frequency identification technology as a method to deter cattle thefts. Use media to raise awareness on conflict issues and generate public discourse as well promote peace building. 
Results to Date: Awarded sub-grants to CBOs in the above districts.  Radio programmes in Boran and Somali languages.  Inter-clan and community dialogue in Mandera initiated.  Moment in participating and raising awareness communities (Tana River, Mandera and Moyale districts) in the up coming national policy on conflict and peace building formulation sustained.  Two ITDG staff members trained in the use of radio frequency identification technology as a method to deter cattle thefts.
Issues/Challenges:  (a) Lack of coordination and networking among CSOs working on conflict prevention has been a hindrance to effective conflict management; (b) Too many peace structures/committee in Mandera District contributed to the escalation of conflicts; (c) Government’s unwillingness to share with CSOs information pertaining to security was a major constraint; and (d) Constrained movement due to the vastness and rugged terrain of North Eastern Province.
