Introduction:  Transparency International (TI) global movement was founded by Mr. Peter Eigen who headed the World Bank’s Mission in Kenya in the late 1980’s.  It was Mr. Eigen’s experience in Kenya that led him to conclude that corruption needed to be addressed directly as a reality that undermined the development efforts of countries around the world.  The initial concept of an international NGO dedicated to the fight against graft was developed in Nairobi before he left the Bank.  TI was founded in 1993.  Transparency International/Kenya (TI/K), however, waited for over four years to be registered as a Company Limited by Guarantee in February 1999.  Its main goals include: (1) educating Kenyans about the negative effects of corruption and the benefits of increased transparency and accountability; and (2) identifying the most effective ways of increasing transparency and accountability and fighting corruption in a weak institutional environment. 

Purpose:  To create awareness of the cost of corruption, advocate for legislation, policies and best practices that promote transparency in public affairs, conduct research to provide benchmarks of integrity and efficiency in public organizations; develop the institutional capacity of TI/K.
Geographic Coverage:  National
Timeframe:  Three years, eight months (September 2000 – December 31, 2005)

Inputs:  Advocacy, research and training. 
Activities: a) complete case studies to help understand socio-political and economic context of the current corruption situation in Kenya as a benchmark for the National Ante corruption campaign, b)complete  a case study on how much a select group of MPs spend on political activities, c)Hold open forums to promote debate on topical issues related to corruption, d) continue to support the Association of Parliamentarians Network Against Corruption (APNAC) by creating platform for exchanging views, proposing and discussing legislation and scrutinizing GOK policies.  APNAC for example, has resolved to support the passage of a privatization bill with adequate provisions to guarantee transparency in procurement, e) Pay for consultancies to a GOK/TI hosted ante corruption experts meeting, f) TI/K had planned to support the GOK in computerizing the wealth declaration forms, but that support has now been discontinued when GOK informed TI that it no longer wished to proceed with that activity, g) produce and distribute mass education merchandise on anti-corruption
Outputs and Results to Date:   (a) TI/K completed a study of the Harambee (Kenyan version of self-help) and how it has perpetrated corruption.  The report and discussions were covered widely by local and international press including the respected New York Times; (b) Launched the weekly radio broadcast on corruption in June 2002 in order to enhance public discourse and effect changes in public perception and attitudes; (c) Initiated and continues to publish annually the “Kenya Urban Bribery Index”;  (d) Established a website that is visited by nearly 10,000 people a month, since its inception; (e) Played a key role in the launching of the Association of Parliamentarians Network Against Corruption (APNAC) and continued to provide it with secretarial support.  f) TI participated in the GOK task force on harambee.  The report was launched by the Minister for Justice and Constitutional affairs in March 2004. g) Advocacy and civic awareness: ) TI/K continues to contribute to the DG’s intermediate result by demanding better accountability and reforms that address corruption issues in Kenya, TI/K also published a report Fools Gold on the Goldenberg scandal that is the subject of an ongoing public enquiry.  TI/K publishes Adili fortnight and mails it to 1200 subscribers.  TI/K is viewed as a resource center for knowledge on corruption and is consulted regularly by GOK, education institutions from Kenya and abroad. h) TI/K participated and the initial stages of the establishment of the National Anti-corruption steering committee launched by President Kibaki in 2004 that will oversee the nation-wide campaign against corruption.  TI also host regular public forums which public engage in discussing topical issues that touch on corruption with a view to deepening ante corruption initiatives in Kenya.  Some of the topics recently covered in such forums include, asset recovery, asset declaration and corruption in Kenyan football.  I)TI/K continues to advocate for public asset declaration by public servants and has provided input into the constitutional review process to enhance accountability, j) Because of the reputation that TI/K has built for serious research and advocacy on corruption, it is consulted widely both by the government, private individuals and donors on corruption issues including on proposed legislation. The two ante corruption Acts enacted in April 2003  – Public Officers Ethics Bill, and the Ante Corruption and Economic Crimes Bill  - contains extensive input from TI/K.  In addition, Ministers in the NARC government, KANU, and APNAC members  have solicited TI/K’s views on ante corruption legislation including the privatization bills, public procurement and anti-money laundering legislation.

Purpose:  To promote transparency accountability in the conduct of national affairs by conducting national level policy advocacy.

Geographic Coverage:  National

Timeframe:  September 30, 2004 – October 2, 2007
Inputs:  Advocacy, research and training. 
Activities: (a) Promote the enactment and implementation of effective anti-corruption legislation and policies including laws to protect whistle blowers, curb money laundering and promote accountability and transparency in privatization and procurement processes; (b) Developing and conducing a nation-wide anti-corruption public education campaign; (c) Monitoring the progress and impact of anti-corruption initiatives, and (d) Building and strengthening cross-sectoral anti-corruption coalitions in the civil society, the private and public sector.

Outputs and Results to Date:   (a) TI/K provided valuable input into the Public Procurement and Disposal bill, 2004 and has held several forums with members of parliamentary association against corruption to discuss the bill and solicit their input.  In addition, TI/K together with other organizations (KISM, CGD and IEA) has held several forums to enable the public participate in discussions on the procurement bill.  In addition, TI/K has been at the forefront in lobbying the government to draft and enact a whistle blowers protection law; (b) TI/KCEO was a key member of the National Anti-corruption Campaign and provided technical advice to the committee.  However, she had to resign from the committee citing the conflict its membership in a government led initiative, create for TI’s oversight role; (c) TI had planned to monitor the implementation of the Public Procurement and Disposal Act as it relates to the procurement of essential drugs.  The bill is yet to be passed; (d) TI/K has continued to work closely with the Association of Parliamentarians against Corruption (APNAC), and other USAID partners including SUNY, CGD, KISM and IEA in order to reach Parliamentarians.  However, this is a relatively new grant which is not managed separately from the old grant.  However, since the grant was signed last year, the GOK commitments to fighting corruption seem to have waned.  This affected the implementation of the TI/K program whose success was based on GOK’s political will in fighting corruption.
