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Four sets of charts corresponding to the four MCP indices are provided below for each of
the 27 transition countries (plus Kosovo and Montenegro). These “web” charts provide a
disaggregated look at each of the indices, and how each country compares in its transition
progress Vvis-a-vis two standards: (1) relative to the Romania-Bulgaria average in 2002
thresholds; and (2) relative to the progress of the country in the late 1990s. Together,
these charts provide a quick look as to where the transition gaps are, and two what extent

these gaps are being filled.
