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Attachment 1: Social Baseline Survey

For potential occupants of new housing and potentially affected local populations

Note: Not all elements of the survey will be applicable to all projects or programs. The survey should be modified according to needs of the particular activity. Some questions (such as those pertaining to demographics or land tenure) may be sensitive and should be pursued using the best judgment of the individual administering the survey.

The survey should be administered to the following groups:

If specific future occupants can be identified, this questionnaire should be completed for at least 10% of the future families, with a minimum of 20 families surveyed, even for small projects. Group interviews are acceptable. 

If specific future occupants cannot be identified, representative, potential occupants can be interviewed. If interviews are not possible, the survey can be completed for an “average” occupant using expert knowledge. 

This questionnaire should be also completed for a representative sample (10–20 families) in communities (clusters of more than 50 houses) within 1 km of the project site. The sample should include representatives of municipal authorities, water board members, and teachers. The questionnaire can be conducted individually or in groups. For this group, “current residence” should be substituted in questions on “previous residence.”
