Landak Child Survival Project

Result Highlight

Project Background: The Landak Child Survival Project (LCSP), a three-year project (2000-2003) aims to contribute to a reduction of mortality and morbidity among under five children and mothers.  LCSP covers two rural sub districts: Mandor and Sengah Tamila of Landak District in West Kalimantan Province with an estimated population of 78,384.

Project Beneficiaries:  The project targets 21, 388 children under five and their mothers. 

Problem Being Addressed:  One of the major causes of death among children under five is malaria.  With a high prevalence rate of malaria in the district, there is a great disparity in the availability of quality treatment and diagnostic resources.  Additionally, most caretakers do not bring their sick children with malaria symptoms to health facilities.  

Project Input:  One of the ways that LCSP has addressed this problem is by training and supporting health staff in the local health centers in diagnosis and treatment of malaria.  The project strengthenedhe capacity of laboratory technicians in microscopic diagnosis of malaria in addition to educating the community on prevention and control.  CSP has introduced long lasting impregnated bed nets (PermaNet) in the project area and created demand for this new product through training and education of community members and leaders.  Thus far 2,000 ITNs have been distributed with the help of Community Self Help Groups (KSM).  The project also conducted the biggest Invivo resistance test of Chloroquine against malaria falciparum carried out in Indonesia, the result of which will be presented on the 5th of September 2003.  

Results: Great results have been achieved through this project.  There has been a dramatic change in the health seeking behavior of the residents within a year of the project.  *The treatment seeking behavior for malarial symptoms has increased from 26% (2000) to 57.8% (2002).  The training and use of community members (KSM) in the project has helped in increasing awareness within the community.  The increase in capacity of health centers in diagnosing malarial cases has also increased the quality and accuracy of treatment available to the residents.  In recognition of the outstanding achievements of World Vision Indonesia in malarial control, WV received a national award during the Mosquito Eradication Day for the project’s continual support and commitment to the health sector, especially in combating vector borne diseases transmitted by mosquitoes such as malaria.
