CSHGP Program Objective and Authority:

The CSHGP will continue to support U.S. PVOs and their local partners to carry out quality child and maternal health and nutrition, family planning, HIV/AIDS and infectious disease programs that measurably improve infant, child and maternal health and nutrition, and contribute to the reduction of infant, child and maternal mortality.  Cooperative Agreements are executed pursuant to the authority of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, subject to the availability of funds.

FY 2005 Child Survival and Health Grants Program:

The Child Survival and Health Grants Program seeks well-designed, technically-sound, cost-effective programs that employ innovative activities and strategies through which programs may expect to make the greatest sustainable impact on improving the health and reducing mortality of children under five.  In addition, this program emphasizes PVO activities that strengthen the capacity of their local partners in implementing child survival and health programs that achieve sustainable benefits, which will continue after USAID funding is completed.

Eligibility Requirements:
To be eligible for funding under the Child Survival and Health Grants Program, an organization must be a U.S. PVO registered with USAID.
