	Minutes from the CFBCI Conference Call on the Denton and Ocean Freight Reimbursement Programs

	The minutes from the CFBCI conference call on the Denton and Ocean Freight Reimbursement Programs is now posted on the CFBCI website.
Highlights on the Denton Program:

· This program is jointly administered by USAID, the Department of State, and the Department of Defense.  USAID processes the applications, inspects the goods, and looks at the humanitarian aspect and at the need within the recipient community.  The Department of State addresses the policy aspect of the program and the Department of Defense issues the final transportation control number that allows the goods to get on the military airplanes.

· This program is open to non-governmental organizations (NGOs), private voluntary organizations (PVOs) and the general public.  It is not required that you register with USAID as a PVO to participate in the program as long as you meet the guidelines and are not a government organization.

· The program will transport to wherever there are established US military bases.  Shipping locations do change however, and we suggest that you contact me (Dana Alzouma, USAID) to ensure that your location is one of the places that we ship to.  Right now we primarily focus on Central America, South American, the Caribbean, Afghanistan, Iraq and the Philippines.

Highlights on the Ocean Freight and Reimbursement Program (OFR):

· Applicants must be registered US PVOs in order to apply. 

· The grant cycle takes place every two years and the next cycle begins in fall 2009.

· The OFR grant application process is very competitive.  On average there will be anywhere from 75 to 100 applicants per Request for Applications (RFA) and usually there is only about $2 million available.  Usually there are about 50 awards granted per cycle.  All applicants are judged on the same criteria and are competing against one another.

Funding Opportunities Glossary:

Annual Program Statement (APS)-

· An APS is used to generate competition for activities that are complementary to USAID’s strategic objectives.  They originate from USAID offices and missions around the world and solicit creative approaches and programs that will accomplish defined objectives. 
Request for Applications (RFA)-

· RFAs invite interested parties to submit competitive applications for USAID assistance, explaining what the application should contain, how it should be written, and the evaluation criteria to be used. 


	USAID-The global food crisis has affected households around the world, but has had a particularly harsh impact on the most vulnerable families in developing nations. Vulnerable populations in the Horn of Africa region can be described in three types: pastoral, agro-pastoral, and marginal farming households. Historically in the Horn region, all of these groups suffer the same repetitive scenario of humanitarian decline due to asset depletion resulting from the continuous man-made and climatic shocks. In general, this decline scenario includes a shock followed by households adopting negative coping mechanisms, such as selling productive assets to meet basic food needs and loss of assets to the effects of drought/flood/disease. USAID/OFDA’s mandate is to save lives, alleviate human suffering, and reduce the social and economic impact of humanitarian emergencies worldwide. In order to achieve this goal, USAID/DCHA/OFDA’s strategy for the HFPCR is to improve local livelihoods as a means to increase household’s resilience to shocks reducing the need for future relief based activities. A. The broad goals of this APS are to: • Stabilize humanitarian indicators in food insecure households through both the provision of humanitarian assistance and activities designed to protect existing household assets; • Strengthen existing developmental programming designed to rebuild livelihoods and household resiliency to shocks through the diversification and creation of household assets; and, • Improve economic opportunities and livelihoods through improved market linkages in support of the agricultural and livestock sectors. USAID/OFDA anticipates awarding two cooperative agreements as a result of this APS, one targeting interventions in Kenya and one targeting interventions in Uganda. Overseas Processing Entity (OPE)-

An entity funded by the Bureau of Population, Refugees and Migration's (PRM's) Admissions Office to prepare the paperwork on individual refugee cases prior to interview by the Department of Homeland Security's United States Citizenship and Immigration Services (DHS/USCIS). Once approved by DHS, an OPE helps the refugee complete processing by requesting a sponsorship assurance from a resettlement agency in the U.S.; scheduling the refugee for a medical examination; ensuring a security name check has been done; arranging travel through the International Organization for Migration (IOM), etc.

	Bureau of Democracy, Human Rights and Labor- The Bureau of Democracy, Human Rights, and Labor (DRL) announces a Request for Proposals from organizations interested in submitting proposals for projects that promote democracy, human rights and the rule of law in Afghanistan.
