The Office of Food for Peace (FFP) is pleased to provide you with the final version of the Development Program Policies for Title II non-emergency programs.  These policies will be used in the review of DAPs, DAP Amendments, and CSR4s submitted for the FY 2004 cycle.

Please note that significant revisions have been made since the draft version of the Title II Program Policies appeared in the Federal Register.  FFP has added more references and clarification to the “Amendments to the Farm Security and Rural Investment Act of 2002” section.  Also, the “Mandates and Monetization” section was considerably revised, based on your comments.  The change – which requires FFP to perform the monetization cost recovery analysis annually, at the time of approval - eliminates the review that was previously done before each call forward.  Under the “Agency Policies” and “FFP Title II Resource Allocation Policies” headings, further clarification has been provided to the following sections:

1. Food Aid and Food Security Policy

2. Women in Development

3. Funding Decisions

4. Bio-Engineered Crops in Food Aid Activities
