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Pipeline and Resource Estimate Proposal (PREP): 

All currently-active Multi-Year Assistance Programs (MYAPs) and Development Assistance Programs (DAPs) that intend to operate past the end of the current fiscal year must submit a Pipeline and Resource Estimate Proposal (PREP) for the following fiscal year resources. This includes a program summary as well as commodity, Section 202(e) and Internal Shipping, Storage and Handling (ITSH) request levels.  PREPs do not apply – and should not be submitted – for new MYAPs being submitted in the current fiscal year, or for programs that are closing out and for which bridge funding might be provided until such MYAPs are approved.

The Transfer Authorization (TA) prepared by USAID/FFP explicitly outlines the Life of Agreement (LOA) resources for each program’s commodity metric tonnages, freight estimates and support funds (Section 202(e) and ITSH).  The CS’s adherence to programmatic and budgetary components as described by these LOA levels for commodities (including monetization proceeds) and support funds will facilitate an expeditious review and approval process for the PREP.  In cases where the CS will be requesting a significant programmatic or financial change from their originally approved program, the CS will need to adhere to the guidelines set forth in the Title II Program Policies and Proposal Guidelines for consideration of a program amendment.   
Instructions for PREP Submission:
The Cooperating Sponsor (CS) should submit a hard copy and an electronic copy of their PREP to the Office of Food for Peace (USAID/FFP) and the cognizant USAID Mission/Embassy/Regional Office for all currently-active Multi-Year Assistance Programs (MYAPs) and Development Assistance Programs (DAPs) by August 15st. EVALUATION AND APPROVAL CRITERIA:
Annual funding is subject to the availability of funds and commodities.  Contingent on such availability, PREPs will be evaluated and approved based on the technical and financial merits of the proposal as provided within the narrative and accompanying attachments.  

NARRATIVE:
1.  Introduction/Summary:  Successful Program Implementation and Responsiveness 

A critical factor in the approval of the PREP is the assessment that adequate progress is being made towards achieving results.  The CS should demonstrate compliance with all requirements and address previously raised concerns and recommendations that have been identified in the previous fiscal year’s approval documentation, the previous Results Report reviews, evaluations, and other sources.  Programs that are unable to demonstrate progress towards achieving their outlined objectives and targets should provide a description of their operating environment, the extenuating circumstances which are impeding progress, and specific ways that the CS plans to mitigate these obstacles in the new fiscal year and in project out-years. 
2.  Detailed Implementation Plan (DIP)

Provided within the narrative or as a separate attachment, a detailed implementation plan must be submitted for the new fiscal year which accurately reflects program activities given the resources requested and performance targets set.  This plan should be regarded as a management tool that guides and directs the implementation of the program year.  At a minimum, the plan should include: 

(1) A list or chart identifying key activities planned; 

(2) Quantify, timing and sequencing of these activities; 
(3) Person(s) responsible; and 

(4) The relationship between the planned activities and the program’s intermediate results. 
Narrative is encouraged to further describe the plan in detail especially regarding the “quantity” “timing” and “sequencing” of incremental activities that are critical for achieving annual performance targets (e.g., agricultural activities, school feeding and student attendance programs) and to clearly convey the linkages between proposed program activities and expected results. 

Program implementation is a learning process.  Successful programs build on and replicate positive achievements while integrating improvements that will resolve programs and issues.  Design of the detailed implementation plan should be an iterative process, reflecting learning through doing.  Where appropriate, changes and improvements in the implementation plan due to “lessons learned” should be highlighted and discussed.  It should be evident that the implementation plan is designed in “real time” and is evolving based on achievement of results and feedback from program monitoring and evaluation. 

3.  Financial Plan and Analysis 

The financial plan for the fiscal year, including monetization, Section 202(e) and ITSH funding pipeline analyses, should meet the criteria contained in 2 CFR Part 230, which will be used by the USAID Mission and DCHA/FFP to determine whether the financial plan is reasonable.  For Title II programs with monetization components, the USAID Mission/Cognizant FFP Representative will ensure that the CS has satisfactorily met financial and management capacity certification requirements.  
Within the Comprehensive and Detailed Budgets, CSs should also provide narrative to clarify budget line items in requests for Section 202(e) and/or ITSH funds.  For further information regarding the eligible and ineligible and uses of support funds, please reference the FFP Information Bulletins (FFPIBs) on Section 202(e) and ITSH (Reference Documents A, B, and C) and FFP’s Budget Instructions on Monetization, Section 202(e) and ITSH.

C. Timing and Maximizing Monetization Proceeds

The CS should provide justification for the timing of monetization of commodities and how this corresponds to the agricultural crop and market cycles in order to obtain the best sales price (this information should also be reflected in the commodity pipeline table included in the AER).

Similarly, any changes in ration eligibility criteria should be described, by activity, where appropriate. 7.  Exit Strategy 

  

CSs entering their final or next to final year of programming must include a discussion of their proposed exit strategy within the PREP narrative, with an eye towards sustainability and consolidating the results achieved to date.  Consider where the program is in its life cycle and which program outcomes and impacts are expected to be sustained.  Describe which activities will be phasing over, phasing down, or phasing out by the program’s end and how this will be done (See Program Graduation and Exit Strategies: A Focus on Title II Food Aid Development Programs).  While an exit strategy is ideally built in from the start, some programs may not have defined one and may need to adjust activities to ensure successful close-out.  In other cases where a strategy was identified at the beginning of the program, a CS should reexamine its viability and fill in any missing details.  

The objectives of successful exit are for outcomes to sustain following exit and key activities to continue as needed using local (community or government) resources, but in some cases ongoing external support is required.  One of the key methods to enable such continued support is program and resource integration with non-Title II resources, which may involve other U.S. government sources or other donors.  Resource integration should thus ideally be woven into the program’s exit strategy as well.  The U.S. government offers a wealth of technical and financial resources that can be used to complement a MYAP/DAP, especially those in the last year(s) of programming.  For example, a CS might solicit technical assistance through the Farmer-to-Farmer Program, private sector partnerships through the Global Development Alliance (GDA) in USAID, or increase program integration through host governments, USAID Missions, and special U.S. government initiatives such as the Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC).  By seizing upon alternative resource pools, multi-year program activities are not confined to the life of Title II resources alone and can use other resources to continue key activities and move gradually to greater sustainability.  Accordingly, please consider linkages with the following:

· USAID Global Development Alliance (GDA) 

· Initiative to End Hunger in Africa (IEHA)
· The Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC)

8.  USAID Field Concurrence

A mission approval cable from the designated Food for Peace representative to FFP/Washington is required before final approval.  If no USAID mission is present in the country, the PREP should be reviewed by the U.S. Diplomatic Post's country team, who should provide comments and concurrence to FFP/Washington.  The USAID Regional Offices, FFP Officers and/or bilateral missions with oversight responsibilities for the non-presence country should also review and comment on the proposal.
ATTACHMENTS:
9.  Comprehensive Budget

CSs should submit a comprehensive budget for the new fiscal year (See Annex A for format).  CSs should maintain consistency in budget presentation as they move from the original program proposal submission through all subsequent PREPs.  

Provide narrative to accompany the budget and explain any cumulative increases of 10% or more from the approved budget during the life of the program.  Note that the overall LOA budget is expected to remain constant over the life of activity. 

Explain budget line item changes (technical sector budget only) of 10% or more of the PREP budget as compared to the original approved budget for the new fiscal year.  The technical sector breakout is reported in the Resource Summary Tables (Section 12, page 9).

Please note that any significant changes to the budget, as noted above, will require prior approval.  Such approval may be granted through a TA modification when approving the new PREP. 

10.  Detailed Budget

11.  Annual Estimate of Requirements (AER) and Commodity Pipeline

A critical component of the PREP is the Annual Estimate of Requirements (AER), provided in Annex C.  Given that resource requirements are ultimately approved through the AER along with the Transfer Authorization, it provides a critical link to all aspects of the PREP.  These instructions contain a revised version of the AER, which now contains corresponding pipeline information ‘tabs’ (the Commodity Pipeline and PVO Summary Sheets).  These pipeline tabs are not an official financing mechanism for FFP, but rather an important planning tool for the office.  Taken together, they present the CS’s commodity and support funds request and projected usage (burn rate) for the existing resources (carry-in) and those being requested in the new fiscal year.  At this time, this version of the AER is not officially approved by the Office of Management and Budget; however FFP has initiated the process to certify this version of the form and asks CSs to utilize it in the interim.  
Changes in the allocation of funds and/or metric tonnage between technical sectors must be described in the PREP and will require a TA modification or Amendment prior to approval if the result is over a 10 percent shift (similar to changes in line items greater than 10%).
Note that while the Commodity Pipeline and PVO Summary Sheets should be submitted with the PREP, periodic updates will be requested by FFP throughout the Fiscal Year.  The commodity pipeline information will aid FFP to better schedule and prioritize funding actions.  

12.  Resource and Beneficiary Summary Table
Using the template provided in Annex D, the CS should project program beneficiary targets for the upcoming fiscal year, and should link these beneficiaries to recipient categories as well as to technical sectors.  Note that the tonnage and recipient categories provided in this table must match those submitted in the Annual Estimate of Requirements (AER).  This information will allow FFP to project how Title II resources will be programmed, compare beneficiary projections with final results, and respond to U.S. government requests for data.   
According to USAID’s policy on Assistance to IDPs and for PREP purposes, FFP defines internally displaced persons (IDPs) as persons involuntarily uprooted within their country of origin due to a specific crisis or shock.  Using the template provided in Annex D, in the Beneficiaries by Sector table, the CS should specify the planned refugee and IDP beneficiary targets and be prepared to provide IDP and refugee beneficiary numbers in your reporting.
13.  Bellmon Analysis

Bellmon determinations are required for all commodities – those for direct distribution as well as monetization – transferred to CSs under Title II.  Accordingly, CSs should submit an updated Bellmon Analysis with their PREP submission to account for any changes in terms of market disincentives, storage capacity, etc., including mission comments, where applicable.  Extensions to when the Bellmon Analysis is submitted to FFP will be made on a case-by-case basis upon request to the relevant Country Backstop Officer.
If there are no changes since the previous submission, a Mission Director or cognizant FFP representative for non-presence countries must certify this status through the annual mission approval cable.  This cable shall indicate that the mission either “has determined” or “is unable to determine” that “the commodity plan described in the PREP and/or Bellmon Update meet the two criteria (low disincentive and sufficient storage space) for a positive Bellmon Determination.” The language of the cable can be supported by analysis where specific questions exist.  Please consult relevant documents on Food for Peace's web site for additional information.
14.  Environmental Status Report (ESR)
 
Using the template provided in Annex E, CSs must submit an Environmental Status Report (ESR) with their PREP to report on the mitigation measures outlined in the original MYAP/DAP Initial Environmental Examination (IEE).  

If activities in the original IEE for the MYAP/DAP were classified as a Categorical Exclusion and/or a Negative Determination without Conditions, then the CS should only state "No changes" in the narrative under a similar header.  If activities were classified as a Negative Determination with Conditions or Positive Determination, then the CS should include details in the ESR concerning the mitigation measures for potential environmental impacts of discrete activities over the previous fiscal year.  The ESR will indicate whether mitigation plans outlined in the IEE are on schedule and detail the monitoring and evaluation measures being undertaken by the CS.  Compressed photos and maps are encouraged.  For those CSs who received a prior year deferral on one or more aspects of their program from the DCHA Bureau Environmental Officer (BEO), an amended IEE should be included with the PREP to resolve each deferral or indicate that the activity will not be conducted, if that is the case.  

The CS must first gain clearance from the Mission for the ESR prior to its submission to Washington. For presence countries, clearance is preferably from both the Mission Environmental Officer and the Food for Peace Officer based in each country.  For non-presence countries, clearance from the Regional Mission is required, preferably from both the Regional FFP Officer and Regional Environmental Advisor.  In case clearance from only one Mission staff person is available, then preference is given to the staff person most familiar with environmental mitigation measures of the Title II programs.  CSs must then submit the ESR to Washington for final clearance by the DCHA Bureau Environmental Officer (BEO).  See Annex E of the Guidance, the FFP Environment Website, or the Environmental Procedures Training Manual for further details on USAID environmental requirements and procedures.  Copies of the ESR are maintained in the DCHA BEO IEE database.

15.  Certifications Regarding Lobbying, Terrorist Financing, and Non-Discrimination
These documents are required for all CSs implementing programs under Title II.  See Annex F for the corresponding document.  CSs need only submit a signed copy of the signature portion provided on page 8 of Annex F.  For clarity, CSs may leave the RFA/APS and application numbers blank, but should include both the CS and country name under “Name of Recipient.” 
16.  NICRA
A copy of the latest Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA), negotiated annually between CSs and USAID (or USDA), should be submitted with the PREP.

I.  Background on 22 CFR 216 or “Regulation 216” 
  
All projects funded by USAID must conform to US environmental regulations (22 CFR 216) requiring 
evaluation to ensure that any environmental impacts resulting from the project implementation are 
mitigated. The federal regulation 22 CFR 216 was developed as a result of a settlement of a law suit 
brought against the Agency in 1975 regarding the lethal exposure of beneficiaries to the pesticide 
malathion. Through development of the Initial Environmental Examination (IEE), 22 CFR 216 or “Reg. 
216” ensures that environmental (i.e., natural resource or public health) impacts of USAID-funded 
activities are identified and mitigation measures proposed at the design stage prior to the irreversible 
obligation of USAID funds.  Subsequently, over the Life of the Activity (LOA), these environmental 
mitigation measures are be a standard component of program management.  
 
 
 


II. Title II Compliance with Regulation 216: Annual Reporting 
 
A. Requirements:  
 
1) Multi-Year Assistance Programs (MYAPs):  
 
All Title II Multi-Year Assistance Programs (MYAPs) must submit the Environmental Status Report 
(ESR) with annual CSR4s (Figure 1). The ESR is only required for years subsequent to the first year of 
the MYAP proposal,  All CTOs  are responsible for ensuring that all Reg. 216 documentation is submitted 
to the DCHA BEO for clearance. Compliance with Reg. 216 is required of all Title II development 
activities, whether they are supported by food assistance, 202(e), ITSH, and/or monetization funding.  
 
Amendment 
If a CSR4 submission contains changes that require a MYAP amendment, an IEE amendment may need 
to be submitted with the MYAP amendment. The same clearance process for an IEE amendment will be 
followed as for an original MYAP IEE (applicable document Annex D,  P.L. 480 Title II Program 
Policies and Proposal Guidelines).  
 
Deferrals  
If a Cooperating Sponsors received a deferral in the original IEE on one or more aspects of their program  
from the DCHA BEO, then an amended IEE should be included with their following year's CSR4 to 
resolve each deferral or indicate that the activity will not be conducted, if that is the case.

2) Single-Year Assistance Program (SYAP): 
 
IEEs are required for emergencies protracted beyond one year (applicable document Annex D,  P.L. 480 
Title II Program Policies and Proposal Guidelines ). The ESR is only required for years subsequent to the 
first year of the consecutive SYAP IEE submission (if any).  All CTOs are responsible for ensuring that 
all Reg. 216 documentation is submitted to the DCHA BEO for clearance. Compliance with Reg. 216 is 
required of all Title II development activities, whether they are supported by food assistance, 202(e), 
ITSH, and/or monetization funding.

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B. Procedures:   
 
If activities in the IEE for the MYAP or SYAP were classified as either/or a Categorical Exclusion,  
Negative Determination without Conditions, then the CS should only state "No changes" in the 
Environmental Compliance section of the CSR4 submission. If activities were classified as a Negative 
Determination with Conditions or Positive Determination, the CS will include details in the ESR 
concerning the actions undertaken regarding mitigation measures stated in the original IEE or 
Environmental Assessment /Programmatic Environmental Assessment where they might exist.  The ESR 
will indicate whether mitigation plans outlined in the original IEE are on schedule and detail the 
monitoring and evaluation measures being undertaken by the Cooperating Sponsor.   
 
 
C. Format:  
 
The ESR may be between 2-10 pages and outlines potential environmental impacts of discrete activities 
over the previous FY the award using the attached template (Attachment 1, Annex B and FFP 
Environment Website)..  As it is often difficult to quantitatively measure progress of complex mitigation 
measures, it is recommended that the CS insert inserted compressed, digital photos (~96 dpi, web/screen 
resolution) to describe progress of mitigation activities. The CSs should include a matrix, or table, in the 
ESR outlining that mitigation plans are being implemented as submitted in previous environmental 
documentation (i.e., the IEE or IEE amendment).   
 
An ESR face sheet is used for IEE amendments. 
 
 
D. Clearances:  
 
All Title II draft Reg. 216 documentation must be cleared through the Mission and the Mission may 
request revisions to ensure that Mission objectives, consideration of local conditions, and consistency 
with environmental documentation of other CSs in the same country are achieved. Cooperating Sponsors 
are strongly encouraged to seek Mission review and clearance on MYAP IEEs prior to official submission 
of the proposal to FFP/Washington. The CS must first gain clearance for the ESR from either the Mission 
Environmental Officer or the Food for Peace Officer based in each country. For non-presence countries, 
clearance from the Regional FFP officer or Regional Environmental Advisor is required. The ESRs are 
then submitted to Washington for final clearance by the DCHA Bureau Environmental Officer (BEO). 
If ESRs are submitted to Washington without Mission concurrence, then the clearance of the ESR will be 
delayed to gain the necessary Mission clearances.  
 
 


III. Reg. 216 Document Preparation Resources 
  
While these CSR4 guidelines take precedence, the FFP Environment Website, or the Environmental 
Procedures Training Manual (EPTM) also provide guidance on completing the IEE, IEE amendment and 
Environmental Status Report (ESR).  The EPTM also covers more in-depth environmental reviews, and 
defines many of the environmental compliance issues and terms used in these instructions.  A Field Guide 







 
to USAID Environmental Compliance Procedures is a shorter field guide.  In addition to these documents, 
both the Mission Environmental Officer and DCHA Bureau Environmental Officer, and where they exist, 
Regional Environmental Advisors, should be consulted.

		DEFINITIONS

		Funding Sources (Emergency / Non-emergency Resources):

		ER/Emergency Resources:  Title II resources used to fund emergencies and disaster mitigation-type activities.  SYAP activities are generally funded with emergency resources.  Emergency resources may be used in a MYAP for expanded safety net and asset protection activities that target populations suffering from transitory food insecurity during a shock or transition from an emergency situation; as well as to fund mitigation and early warning activities.

		NER/Non-emergency Resources:  Non-emergency resources are used in MYAPs for activities that target chronically food insecure populations.  These activities include long-term safety nets and interventions to enhance human capacities, livelihood capabilities, and community resiliency and capacity.

		Recipients:

		Recipient:  A recipient is a direct receiver of a food ration.  There may be multiple recipients of a ration; for example, the FFW worker and all the members of his/her household are counted as recipients if the FFW ration is a family ration.  Each projected recipient should be counted once, regardless of the number of months they will receive food aid.  In other words, a recipient who will receive a food ration for 12 months is counted once, as is a recipient who will receive food for 3 months.

CSs should note that recipients are not the same as beneficiaries, as a beneficiary does not necessarily have to receive a food ration.  A beneficiary can benefit from the program if he/she benefits from activities that are funded with monetization resources for example.  This may be the case for individuals who receive training or benefit from program-supported technical assistance or service provision.  Although considered a beneficiary of the project, if no rations are provided, such an individual would not be counted as a recipient.  In other words, a beneficiary does not have to be a recipient but a recipient is always a beneficiary.

		HIV and Non HIV Recipients:  Programs should delineate HIV recipients for rations associated with prevention activities and/or when rations directly target people infected or affected by HIV.  This includes People Living with HIV (PLHIV), including children; clients of Prevention of Mother to Child Transmission (PMTCT) programs; Orphans and Vulnerable Children (OVC); the families and caregivers of PLHIV and OVC; and service providers supported through Title II Food for Training (peer educators, home-based care volunteers, etc.).  Orphans are defined as children under the age of 18 years who have lost either a mother or father, and vulnerable children are those affected by HIV through the illness of a parent or principal caregiver.   Note - if there is a national-level definition of OVC, CSs should use the national definition instead.

		Recipient Categories:

		Food for Work:  Workers and dependents in agriculture, economic, community, and health development projects who are targeted to receive a food ration in exchange for their labor.

		General Relief:  Objectives include saving lives and providing food to low-income and other vulnerable individuals and populations who are unable to meet basic needs for survival and human dignity.  Individuals may be unable to meet these needs due to an external shock, such as a natural disaster or war, or due to socioeconomic circumstances, such as age, illness, disability or discrimination.  Such individuals are often dependent to some extent upon outside resources to meet their basic food and livelihood needs.  Activities include provision of general or supplementary on-site or take home rations through unconditional safety nets, and food support to institutions assisting the destitute, terminally ill or highly vulnerable children and youth.

		Maternal Child Health-Child:  Children receiving on-site or take home rations through facility- or community-based maternal and child health and nutriton programs .

		Maternal Child Health-Mother:  Women of child bearing age receiving on-site feeding or take-home rations through facility- or community-based maternal child health and nutriton or reprductive health programs .

		Monetization:  Commodities sold on local or regional markets to generate cash resources for program implementation.

		Other Child Feeding – institutionalized children receiving on-site feeding though children's hospitals, boarding schools, orphanages, summer camps, etc.

		Other Child Feeding – non-institutionalized children receiving on-site feeding or take home food rations through programs other than MCHN or Preschool or School Feeding .

		Preschool Feeding:  Children receiving on-site feeding or take-home rations while attending day nurseries, day care centers, day kindergardens, or similar facilities.

		School Feeding:  Children attending primary school receiving on-site feeding or take home food rations.

		Cooperating Sponsors should complete the Commodity Pipeline and PVO Summary Sheet after completing the AER, as some fields will self-populate.  After completing the AER, Cooperating Sponsors should first complete the Commodity Pipeline tab.  This information is then carried over onto the PVO Summary Sheet, which should be completed last.  Note that although the AER will remain valid throughout the fiscal year as part of your PREP submission, a modified Commodity Pipeline and PVO Summary Sheet will be updated and resubmitted quarterly to best reflect the actual situation.

		Updated June 2008

		Funding Sources (Emergency / Non-emergency Resources):

		ER/Emergency Resources:  Title II resources used to fund emergencies and disaster mitigation-type activities.  SYAP activities are generally funded with emergency resources.  Emergency resources may be used in a MYAP for expanded safety net and asset protection activities that target populations suffering from transitory food insecurity during a shock or transition from an emergency situation; as well as to fund mitigation and early warning activities.

		NER/Non-emergency Resources:  Non-emergency resources are used in MYAPs for activities that target chronically food insecure populations.  These activities include long-term safety nets and interventions to enhance human capacities, livelihood capabilities, and community resiliency and capacity.

		Technical Sectors:

		Agriculture/Natural Resources Management:  Objectives include reducing risks during the agricultural production cycle, increasing agricultural productivity, and promoting natural resource management in a socially, economically and environmentally sustainable manner.  Includes activities related to production, processing, marketing, distribution, use, and trade of food, feed and fiber produced by a sustainable agriculture system in a manner that is non-degrading to the environment, technically appropriate, economically viable, market-driven, locally replicable, equitable and socially acceptable.  Activities promote agriculture technologies that: offset losses of and/or regenerate soil fertility; prevent erosion of topsoil; protect water point quality and quantity; employ a judicious use of affordable purchased inputs; reduce post-harvest storage losses; diversify and/or integrate crops, livestock, agro-forestry, fisheries production systems to enhance resiliency to climatic fluctuations; and rely on market-driven demand to maximize return and predictability of income generation.  Food rations are used to build agriculture-related physical and human assets.

		Civil Society Strengthening:  Objectives include increasing the communities’ capacity to influence the factors that affect their food security and strengthening the financial, management and administrative capacity of community and implementing partner organizations.  Activities include training and technical assistance to strengthen community based groups’ and implementing partner organizations’ ability to: conduct food security assessments; plan, organize and implement food security-related activities; advocate for and manage resources; be accountable and responsive to population’s concerns; and, become active and influential participants in the decision-making process beginning at the local level.

		Education:  Objectives include: increasing enrollment, attendance, retention and educational achievement of children, often with an explicit focus on girls.  Includes programs aimed at improving early childhood development, primary education, secondary education, and training in literacy, numeracy, and other basic skills for adults and out-of-school youth.  Activities include provision of school meals and take-home rations, increasing parent and community involvement in schools, and coordination with government and other donors to ensure that activities to improve the quality of education (e.g., teacher training, curriculum improvement) and the health and nutrition of the children also are taking place in the schools that the food aid recipients are attending.  On-site and take home food rations are used to encourage enrollment and attendance.

		Emergency Preparedness/Disaster Mitigation:  Objectives include improving the ability of communities and other partners to prepare for and mitigate the effects of disasters, including both natural disasters and complex emergencies.  Activities include efforts to enhance the capacities of national host-country authorities, humanitarian assistance providers, and local communities to engage in disaster reduction and response activities, including early warning information systems and disaster response plans.

		Health & Nutrition:  Objectives include: reducing the prevalence of chronic undernutrition among young children; identifying, treating and preventing recurrence of cases of acute undernutrition; preventing, treating and mitigating the impact of chronic diseases such as HIV and TB; and, enhancing the nutritional status of women.  Activities include: interventions to improve maternal and child survival, health, nutrition, productivity, growth, and development - - promotion of improved feeding behaviors, such as exclusive breastfeeding and appropriate complementary feeding of infants and young children; and, optimal dietary intake before, during and after pregnancy for women; prevention and treatment of preventable diseases, including diarrhea, malaria, and intestinal parasites; increased micronutrient consumption of women and children; and, improvements in ante, intra and postpartum care, including newborn care.  Activities also include interventions to improve treatment, care and support of people living with HIV.  Food rations are used to prevent and treat malnutrition while supporting participation in activities that improve overall survival, health and nutrition.

		Non-agricultural Income Generation: Objectives include increasing and diversifying non-agricultural sources of income.  Activities include: micro-finance and business development services, including provision of information on markets and technical assistance and training to increase capacity to identify and access markets; and vocational and business practices training and apprenticeship programs for youth and adults, including orphans and vulnerable children (OVC).  Food rations are used to offset the opportunity costs of program participation and build human assets.

		Vulnerable Group Feeding/Social Safety Net:  Objectives include saving lives and providing food to low-income and other vulnerable individuals and populations who are unable to meet basic needs for survival and human dignity.  Individuals may be unable to meet these needs due to an external shock, such as a natural disaster or war, or due to socioeconomic circumstances, such as age, illness, disability or discrimination.  Such individuals are often dependent to some extent upon outside resources to meet their basic food and livelihood needs.  Activities include provision of general or supplementary on-site or take home rations through unconditional safety nets, and food support to institutions assisting the destitute, terminally ill or highly vulnerable children and youth.

		Water and Sanitation: Objectives include improving water and sanitation infrastructure and practices.  Activities include: organizational, technical and financial support for water and sanitation services; promotion of practices that protect water supplies from contamination by improper handling of domestic water supplies, household waste and inadequate sanitation; promotion of improved hygiene practices and behavior change; and, provision of technical assistance and training to enable communities to properly operate and maintain the new/rebuilt facilities.  Food rations are used to build water and sanitation-related infrastructure.

		Beneficiaries:

		Direct Beneficiaries:  Direct beneficiaries are those who come into direct contact with the set of interventions (goods or services) provided by the program in each technical area.  Individuals who receive training or benefit from program-supported technical assistance or service provision are considered direct beneficiaries, as are those who receive a ration or another type of good.  Note:  all recipients are beneficiaries, but not all beneficiaries are necessarily food ration recipients.  Services include training and technical assistance provided directly by program staff, and training and technical assistance provided by people who have been trained by program staff (e.g., agricultural extension agents, village health workers).  If cooperatives or organizations receive training or technical assistance from the program, all members of the cooperative/organization are considered direct beneficiaries.  In a Food for Training (FFT) program, the direct beneficiaries are those trained under the program.  In a Food for Work (FFW) or Food for Assets (FFA) program that is implemented as a stand-alone activity (e.g., not as part of a wider set of interventions in the technical sector), direct beneficiaries are those who directly participate in the activity (i.e., receive a ration), not all of those who use or benefit from the infrastructure/asset created (e.g., a road).  If a FFW or FFA activity forms part of a set of activities in a technical sector (e.g., FFW to build irrigation infrastructure, accompanied by technical assistance in new cultivation techniques and water management to a targeted group of farmers), the direct beneficiaries include FFW participants and the farmers receiving the technical assistance (the two groups may overlap).  In the case of food rations, direct beneficiaries include the individual recipient in the case of individual rations, and the recipient plus his/her family members in the case of family rations.  

Direct beneficiaries do not include those who benefit indirectly from the goods and services provided to the direct beneficiaries, 
e.g., members of the household of a beneficiary farmer who received technical assistance, seeds and tools, other inputs, credit, 
livestock, etc.; farmers from a neighboring community who might observe the effects of the training and demonstration plots in 
the target community and decide to adopt or model the new practices themselves; the population of all of the communities in a 
valley that uses a road improved by FFW; or all individuals who may have heard a radio message about prices, but who did not 
receive the other elements of an agricultural intervention necessary to increase incomes.  Such individuals are considered 
indirect beneficiaries.

		Reached:  Defined as contact with a beneficiary regardless of the number of times or amount of assistance received in a given technical sector.  If an individual benefits from multiple interventions within a sector, s/he should only be counted once.  If an individual benefits from interventions in multiple sectors, s/he should be counted once in each sector from which s/he has received benefits.

		HIV and Non-HIV Recipient Categories and Technical Sectors:
CSs are asked to disaggregate HIV and non-HIV activities within each recipient category (in the AER and Executive Summary Tables) and technical sector (in the Resource and Beneficiary Summary Table). SUBJECT: Legitimate uses of ITSH Funding 
 


FFPIB 04-02 
 
I. Authority and Purpose:  P.L. 480 Title IV Section 406 (b)(6), as amended, authorizes 
the use of Title II funding for the transportation costs of P.L. 480 Title II commodities for 
emergency programs (including pre-positioned commodities) from designated ports or 
points of entry abroad to storage and distribution sites and for the associated storage and 
distribution costs.   P.L. 480 Title IV Section 407(c)(1)(B) authorizes funding for the 
same activities under Title II non-emergency programs in Least Developed Countries 
(LDCs)1.   
 
Specifically, Internal Transportation, Storage and Handling (ITSH) funding is available 
for in-country costs directly associated with the movement, management and monitoring 
of P.L. 480 Title II commodities in all emergency programs and in non-emergency 
programs in LDCs.  A budget request for ITSH funds may be submitted with the program 
proposal along with a justification of the need for items and services requested. 
 
II. Background:  Prior to the 2002 Farm Bill, ITSH funding was only available for 
emergency programs; however a 2002 Farm Bill amendment to P.L. 480 expanded the 
authorized uses of ITSH to include costs of non-emergency programs in LDCs.  
Therefore, FFP is revising the official ITSH policy to include all eligible programs. 
 
III. Eligible Uses: 
 
Eligible uses for ITSH funding include reasonable, allowable, and allocable line item 
costs for the following: 
 
A. Direct program costs of a Title II emergency program or a non-emergency program in 


an LDC associated with the in-country movement, management and monitoring of 
Title II commodities including: 
 


                                                 
1 This is defined in the criteria set forth by the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development for 
financing under the International Development Association. 
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1. Clearing and Handling:  Includes costs such as port clearance costs (excluding 
taxes, fees or duties applied), pest control, fumigation and reconstitution of 
commodities. 


 
2. Storage/Warehousing: Includes line item costs such as the cost of renting or 


leasing storage space, erecting temporary storage space, repairing storage 
space, warehouse labor, guards, pallets and administration. 


 
3. Internal Transport:  Rail, truck or barge transportation associated with the 


delivery of Title II commodities to beneficiaries from discharge port (non-
landlocked country) or designated port of entry (landlocked country) to 
distribution site(s).2 


 
a. Trucking:  Lease or rental of trucks, maintenance, fuel, drivers and 


loading and unloading charges. 
b. Rail/Barge:  Charges paid to transport, load and unload commodities.  


Barging costs may also include stevedoring. 
 
4. Distribution and Monitoring Costs:  Including line item costs such as 


registration materials, commodity distribution materials, costs of monitoring 
the utilization of Title II commodities and their impact on the nutrition and 
food security levels of the beneficiaries. 


 
5. Staff costs as they directly relate to eligible Title II activities: 


 
a. Expatriate and national staff salaries:  positions related to program 


oversight, supervision, management, monitoring, distribution and 
accounting. 


b. Expatriate and national staff benefits:  medical, housing/per diem, 
bonus/hardship pay, home/medical leave (round-trip international 
airfare for mid-tour home leave for personnel remaining in the field 
for a period of 24 months or longer and/or medical leave airfare to 
the extent that it is consistent with the cooperating sponsor’s (CS) 
standard international staff benefit package.) 


c. Expatriate and national in-country travel. 
 


6. Vehicle lease, fuel and maintenance costs as they directly relate to usage 
under Title II activities in short term programs or when leasing a vehicle is 
considered to be more cost effective than purchasing a vehicle. 


 
                                                 
2 (1) In the case of landlocked countries, Title II Inland Transport funding will be provided on a 
reimbursable basis for transport from discharge port to extended delivery point (EDP), or designated port of 
entry within the recipient country.  ITSH funding will be provided for internal transport from the EDP or 
designated point of entry to distribution site. (2) When a cooperating sponsor requests inland or internal 
transport through bill of lading to a designated internal point, funding will be provided on a reimbursable 
basis under the cooperating sponsor’s INLAND freight purchase authorization (PA). 
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7. Vehicle procurement: The FFP preferred policy regarding vehicle 
procurements is that CSs purchase vehicles for project use with a source of 
funding other than the U.S. Government (USG).  However, if the cooperating 
sponsor is unable to identify alternate funding (at the discretion of the CS), 
ITSH funds may be used to procure vehicles for use in activities related to 
Internal Transport, Storage and Handling in Title II project(s).  Vehicles 
purchased with USG funding must follow the FFP procurement policy on 
source and origin requirements.   


 
8. In-country operational costs:  May include costs such as office rent, supplies, 


communication, equipment maintenance, courier service, etc. 
 


9. Direct audit and evaluation costs. 
 


10. Capital expenditures:  Funding may be authorized for depreciable assets 
designed to preserve the commodities in usable condition, such as temporary 
storage facilities or pallets.  If the cooperating sponsor can demonstrate that 
other sources of funding are inadequate, or that there is a financial advantage 
for the use of ITSH to offset other in-country operational capital costs 
associated with Title II activities such as computers, radios, and motorcycles, 
Food for Peace will consider capital expenditure requests on a case by case 
basis. 


 
B. Country specific pro-rata indirect cost rates:  Country specific indirect cost rates 


(Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement or NICRA) approved by M/OP/PS/OCC 
prior to proposal submission will be authorized for Title II ITSH funding. 


 
IV. Ineligible Uses: 
 
ITSH funding will not be considered for the following costs: 


 
A. Costs of activities that are not supported directly by Title II resources or directly 


related to the movement, management and monitoring of Title II commodities. 
 
B. Pro Rata Indirect Costs:  Non-country-specific or global indirect cost rates (NICRA) 


will not be funded via Title II ITSH funding. 
 
C. Headquarters or other offshore indirect costs. 
 
D. Duties, taxes or fees. 
 
E. Inland transport from discharge port to designated point of entry or extended delivery 


point (EDP) of the recipient country, in the case of landlocked countries.  Title II 
inland transport funding will be provided on a reimbursable basis for transport from 
discharge port to EDP or designated point of entry. 
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F. Other illustrative costs:  milling, seeds and tools, agricultural equipment, construction 
materials such as cement, iron, sand or wood, salt or sugar. 


 
G. Technical support staff that provide services not directly associated with the Title II 


food aid distribution activities, e.g. agricultural specialists, civil engineers, 
economists, etc. 


 
ITSH funding will only be considered for the following costs on an exceptional basis. i.e.:   
If there is significant national interest,  an immediate, urgent need for funding of these 
line item costs and a finding that the cost is directly associated with internal 
transportation, storage and handling of Title II commodities, the Director of the Office of 
Food for Peace may determine that these costs may be funded by ITSH on an exceptional 
basis.  The associated action memorandum must address this and the grant 
documentation should note, under Attachment 3 --Comprehensive Program Budget, this 
exception to FFP policy. 
 
H. Staff training. 
 
I. Long-term airlift costs. 
 
J. Minor road repairs. 
  
V. Expectations: 
 
A. FFP strongly encourages Cooperating Sponsors to identify other sources of public and 
private funding in order to leverage Title II resources and diversify support for the 
program prior to making requests for ITSH. 
 
B. ITSH funds shall only cover those costs/activities submitted in dollar funding.   
 
C. No expense is eligible for ITSH funding until it is approved under a Procurement 
Authorization, Transfer Authorization or Cooperative Agreement budget (or 
amendment).   
 
D. FFP will receive and consider ITSH funding requests from PVOs on a per program 
basis.  WFP will receive a global Procurement Authorization for all ITSH funding. All 
cooperating sponsors will be subject to the same ITSH policy guidelines defining what 
types of costs may be covered by ITSH funding.

FFPIB 04-01 
 
I. Authority and Purpose:  P.L. 480 Title II Section 202(e), requires the Office of Food for 
Peace (FFP) to make cash available to eligible organizations in support of Title II programs in 
order to 1) assist them in establishing new programs under Title II; and 2) help in meeting 
specific administrative, management, personnel and internal transportation and distribution costs 
for carrying out Title II programs (including monetization programs) in foreign countries. 
 
II. Background:  While Section 202(e) has historically been limited by a $28 million cap, the 
2002 Farm Bill increased the authorization to an amount no less than 5% and no greater than 
10%1 of the total Title II appropriation in each fiscal year.  Due to the previous $28 million cap 
on this funding, FFP placed restrictions on its use to ensure its availability for critical, priority 
needs.  However due to the significant increase in the amount of 202(e) funding authorized in the 
2002 Farm Bill, FFP has broadened the scope of the types of costs eligible for funding 
consideration under this section.    
  
III. Definition of Eligible Recipients:  In order to be considered “eligible” to receive funds 
under Section 202(e) an organization must be: 
 


1) a Private Voluntary Organization (PVO) or cooperative that is, to the extent 
practicable, registered with USAID2 or 


 
2) an Intergovernmental Organization (IO), such as the World Food Program 


 


                                                 
1 In FY 2003, the range between 5% and 10% of the Title II appropriation of $1.75 billion equated to between $87.5 
million and $175 million.  For FY 2004 the projected range is from $59.6 million to $119.2 million. 
 
2 Registration for U.S. based PVOs is done through the USAID/DCHA Office of Private and Voluntary 
Cooperation.   Indigenous organizations in host countries work through the local USAID mission in most cases to 
establish themselves as eligible organizations.  In addition, FFP requires all cooperating sponsors to sign a Food for 
Peace Agreement to use Title II commodities in compliance with P.L. 480 and USAID Regulation 11 (22 C.F.R. 
211). 
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IV. Eligible Uses: 


Eligible uses for 202(e) funding differ between “new” programs and “established” programs as 
detailed in sections A and B below.  


A. FFP may use 202(e) funds to assist cooperating sponsors in establishing new programs 
under Title II.  A new program can be defined in the following ways: 


1. Any new Title II program (emergency or non-emergency) that targets a distinct area or 
population not served by the same organization under an existing Title II program can be 
considered as “new” for up to two years.  The term “new” does not apply to follow-ons or 
amendments that simply broaden the existing program area or target population.3 


2. Ongoing emergency programs that are undergoing a re-design in order to introduce 
non-emergency interventions may be considered as new for up to one year on a one-time 
basis. 


3. A Development Assistance Program (DAP) that follows an emergency program in the 
same area or that targets some or all of the same population can be considered as new for 
up to two years. 


Eligible uses for Section 202(e) funding in “new” programs include reasonable, allowable and 
allocable line item costs for the following: 


1. Administrative, management, overhead, training, personnel, internal transportation and 
distribution costs directly associated with the Title II program as delineated under section 
“B” below. 


2.  Program related costs for items to enhance the effectiveness of the use of Title II 
commodities including but not limited to: 


 
a. Food for work materials, tools and equipment;  
b. Food for training materials, tools and equipment; 
c. Agricultural materials, seeds, tools and equipment; 
d. Other training materials for beneficiaries; 
e. Building materials used in program activities; 
f. Health and nutrition interventions for beneficiaries; 
g. Public health education/training materials for beneficiary populations; 
h. Materials to promote community development or capacity building; 
i. Costs of accessing or providing clean water or a clean water source; 
j. Income generating or micro-financing activities; 
k. Communications costs for food security related messages and training; 
l. Publications (technical journals, reference guides, industry newsletters); 
m. Locally purchased food supplements for therapeutic feeding; (i.e.: sugar, salt, etc.) 
n. Milling 


                                                 
3 For example:  If an organization has a new TA in Sudan which follows a previous TA in the same area, their new 
TA is not considered a “new” program in this category.  However, if an organization has a new TA in a different 
part of Sudan where the organization has not been operating, this could be considered a “new” program. 
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3. Storage related costs such as warehouse leases and security.  


 
B. For both new and established programs, 202(e) can be used for meeting specific 
administrative, management, personnel and internal transportation and distribution costs for 
carrying out Title II programs (including monetization programs) in foreign countries.   


Eligible costs for Section 202(e) funding in both “new” and “established” programs include 
reasonable, allowable and allocable line item costs for the following: 
 


1. Administrative/Overhead Costs such as:   
 


a. Office rent, utilities, communications, supplies and equipment for Title II offices and 
distribution programs in field locations; 


b. International and local travel costs for staff and consultants in relation to program 
administration, management or monitoring of Title II activities; 


c. Facilities, supplies and equipment for preparation of foods for distribution (ie: 
kitchens or canteens for supplementary or therapeutic feeding activities); 


d. Scales and medical equipment for nutritional assessments and monitoring of 
beneficiaries; 


e. Vehicle maintenance and fuel;  The FFP preferred policy regarding vehicle 
procurements is that CSs purchase vehicles for project use with a source of funding 
other than the U.S. Government (USG).  However, if the cooperating sponsor is 
unable to identify alternate funding (at the discretion of the CS), 202(e) funds may be 
used to procure vehicles for use in Title II project(s).  Vehicles purchased with USG 
funding must follow the FFP procurement policy on source and origin requirements. 


f. Vehicle lease costs in short-term programs or when leasing a vehicle is considered to 
be more cost effective than purchasing a vehicle; 


g. Miscellaneous fees associated with administration of the Title II programs, i.e.: bank 
fees, etc. 


 
2. Management Costs such as: 


 
a. Supervision of Title II commodity distribution and program implementation. (see 


personnel costs); 
b. Surveys and assessments to identify community risks and vulnerabilities; 
c. Assessments to determine nutritional and other needs of beneficiary groups; 
d. Program evaluations; 
e. Provision of technical assistance to a Title II program or activity. 


 
3. Personnel Costs such as: 


 
a. Salaries, benefits, travel and relocation expenses of field-based expatriate and local 


staff/consultants dedicated to the management, support or administration of a Title II 
program(s); Types of staff/consultants may include (but are not limited to) managers, 
supervisors, program officers, food monitors, monetization officers, commodity 
supervisors, logistics officers, technical staff, food for work staff, security and 
support staff; 
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b. Direct charges of salaries and benefits of headquarter backstop or management 
staff/consultants in proportion to their time spent managing or backstopping an 
approved Title II program or programs;   


c. Title II related headquarters or field staff training and development costs, 
consultants/trainers, facilities, materials, transportation, lodging and per diem.   


 
4. Internal Transportation and Distribution Costs4 such as: 


 
a. Internal transportation of commodities by rail, truck or barge associated with the 


delivery of Title II commodities to beneficiaries from discharge port (non-landlocked 
country) or designated point of entry (landlocked country) to distribution sites.   


 
1. Trucking includes the lease or rental of trucks, maintenance, fuel, drivers and 


loading/unloading charges.   
2. Rail and barge transportation include costs to transport, load and unload 


commodities.  Barging costs may also include stevedoring. 
 


Distribution includes registration materials, commodity distribution materials, 
commodity bagging, handling, superintendence, appropriate marking and labeling if done 
locally, commodity fumigation, rehabilitation, reconditioning and re-bagging and costs of 
monitoring the utilization of Title II commodities and their impact on the nutrition and 
food security levels of the beneficiaries. 


 
V. Ineligible uses: 
 
The following costs are not eligible for 202(e) funding: 
 


1. Costs of activities not associated with programming of Title II resources; 
2. Case studies not associated with assessments or evaluations; 
3. Medicines or vaccines;5 
4. Proposal writing; 
5. Advocacy; and 
6. Hospitality. 


 
VI. Expectations: 
 
A. FFP strongly encourages Cooperating Sponsors to identify other sources of public and private 
funding in order to leverage Title II resources and diversify support for the program prior to 
making requests for 202(e). 
 
B. FFP expects that the 202(e) portion of most Title II programs will be between 5% and 7% of 
the approved program value (including the commodity cost, shipping cost, ITSH and 202(e) 
budgets), and will not exceed 10% of the approved program value. Exceptions will be considered 
on a case by case basis. 


                                                 
4 ITSH related costs should be covered under ITSH where possible in order to maximize the use of 202(e) funds for 
costs not eligible for ITSH funding. 
5 This includes items such as Vitamin A supplements and Oral Rehydration Salts (ORS). 
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C. No expense is eligible for 202(e) funding until it is made available under a Transfer 
Authorization or Cooperative Agreement budget (or amendment).   
 
D. If the Title II program shares staff, services or space with another program(s), the amount 
charged to 202(e) should be in proportion to the expenses incurred by the Title II program.   
 
E. FFP will receive and consider 202(e) funding requests from PVO Cooperating Sponsors on a 
per project basis.  PVOs may charge indirect costs on their 202(e) direct costs in accordance with 
their previously established Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreements (NICRAs).  To promote 
efficiency, WFP will continue to receive a block grant of 202(e) funding applicable to all WFP 
programs.  In order to meet WFP’s full cost recovery requirement, this block grant will include 
both direct and indirect 202(e) costs as well as some indirect cost recovery on WFP ITSH 
expenditures.  All cooperating sponsors, including WFP and PVOs will be subject to the same 
202(e) policy guidelines defining what types of direct costs may be covered by 202(e) funding. 
 
VII. Office Procedure for Setting Section 202(e) spending levels: 
 
Once the overall annual budget level for Title II is finalized in the Agriculture Appropriations 
Bill, the FFP Budget Team will meet to discuss the amount of 202(e) allocated to each FFP 
Division.  As a rule, the amount designated to each operating unit will be approximately 5 - 10 
percent of each division’s OYB.  Each operating unit will be responsible for creating a plan to 
manage their portion of the 202(e) budget.  Operating units within FFP will work together in 
determining a plan for addressing 202(e) allocations for WFP.  After the second and third 
quarters of each year (and as needed), the Budget Team will meet to discuss needs related to 
202(e) allocations, providing an opportunity to revise allocations and OYBs.
