U.S. Government Provides Assistance for 
Flood Victims
Islamabad, July 3, 2007 –  To help recover from the effects of flooding and related damage caused by Cyclone Yemyin in Sindh and Balochistan, the United States government has authorized the release of emergency relief funds.  The U.S. government will provide $390,000 for emergency relief supplies for the affected families in the region.  This emergency relief will help 11,000 households, or approximately 90,000 people, in the districts of Jaferabad, Naseerabad, Jhall Magsi and Bolan.  
This U.S. emergency relief is provided from the U.S. Agency for International Development’s (USAID) Office of Foreign Disaster Assistance (OFDA) and the U.S. Ambassador’s Emergency Fund.  It will be delivered in Pakistan through the Non-Governmental Organization, Mercy Corps.
The effects of Cyclone Yemyin have had a devastating impact in Sindh and Balochistan. The hearts and prayers of all Americans go out to the victims of this tragedy, their families and loved ones.
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
