Dear Implementing Partners,

The U.S. Consulate has received information that groups in the West Bank have plans to kidnap
an American journalist in the West Bank and are actively looking for a target and an opportunity
to do so. We urge all American journalists or foreign journalists associated with American media
outlets to exercise additional caution when traveling in the West Bank. Our concerns about travel
to Gaza continue and we encourage journalists to avoid travel to Gaza.
