BASIC FUNCTIONS OF THE POSITION

The primary purpose of this position is to provide direct oversight for the Water, Hygiene and Sanitation (WASH) portfolio. The WASH Specialist is expected to guide, coordinate, manage and monitor the expanding water, sanitation and hygiene related portfolio of activities in Malawi, leading to successful outcomes.  The WASH Specialist will coordinate activities with the Nutrition Specialists to improve synergies between WASH and nutrition activities as well as the child health specialist to improve diarrhea outcomes.   In addition, the incumbent must interact with a range of colleagues involved in the sector, while maintaining oversight of the overall sector impacts and ensuring the efficient use of resources.  As the WASH Specialist, the incumbent will be the recognized U.S. mission expert and the principal FSN advisor to senior Health, Population and Nutrition (HPN) management on Water, Hygiene and Sanitation issues. The incumbent will fulfill a range of oversight responsibilities, including program management and implementation, analytical, evaluative and a broad scope of administrative duties.  Program management duties include technical leadership, as well as effective and efficient oversight and monitoring to ensure program performance, objectives and results are achieved in accordance to work plans and formal agreements.
REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS 

Education: A Bachelor’s degree in Public Health, Water and Sanitation, Environmental Science, or Environmental Engineering is required. Master’s Degree is preferred. 
Prior Work Experience:  A minimum five years of progressively responsible experience implementing community WASH projects. Experience providing capacity building to district level water authorities and working with the private sector on improving access to WASH preferred. Experience managing cholera outbreaks and implementation of Community Led Total Sanitation approach desired.  Experience with health-based non-governmental organizations (NGO) is desirable.
Language Proficiency: The incumbent must be fluent in both English and Chichewa and have proven ability to communicate quickly, clearly and concisely both orally and in writing. The incumbent must have demonstrated ability to produce professional quality technical and analytic materials.  
Job Knowledge:  A broad knowledge of water, hygiene and sanitation approaches is required.  The incumbent must have knowledge of the different branches in the Malawian Government, particularly the Ministry of Agriculture, Irrigation and Water Development.  Thorough knowledge or potential to acquire such knowledge of U.S. Government legislation relating to development assistance and USAID programming policies, regulations procedures and documentation is essential.

Skills and Abilities:  The incumbent must have superior analytical and communication skills.  Demonstrated ability to establish and maintain relationships across government entities, donor organizations, bilateral and multilateral agencies and private-sector organizations.  The ability to obtain, evaluate and interpret factual data and prepare precise, accurate and complete reports is required.  The incumbent must have the ability to assist in the development of revised public policies.  Skills in conceptualizing project programming, policies and plans and developing strategies for their implementation is required.  Ability to work effectively in a team environment and proactively work to achieve consensus on policy, project and administrative matters is required.  Strong computer skills and knowledge of software program applications authorized for USAID use, such as Word, Excel, PowerPoint or other database software, and word processing programs are also necessary.
